
 Press Report: Healing Music Concert at the Lincoln Centre

sense organs are directed outwardly, our minds are fickle like the monkey and so they do not 
co-operate in revealing this truth. The divine being chooses to take a certain form on His own 

accord and begins to reveal this wisdom
to the chosen few. That divinity personified is none other than the Guru, for He shows the path 

of light, for He reveals the knowledge of the self.

One ought 

to surrender his mind and heart at the feet of such adept Guru. Once you have surrendered 
yourself to Guru, your mind and heart should belong to Him. You have no right to take them 

back. In other words you have no right to entertain other thoughts. It is something like the 
food you have eaten. Once eaten it is assimilated into the body and cannot be retrieved. Guru 

phenomenon is also like that. Once you have accepted and surrendered yourself, He takes 
care of you even if you forget. He gets assimilated into you. This is the essence of Upanishads."
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
